WHO WE ARE

The founders, David Wohlman and Felicia Edelman met while in a Jewish Treatment Center in West Los Angeles. David had just been released from prison and Felicia had just finished law school but had become addicted to Methamphetamine. Together their love, hard work and perseverance has created one of the best models of transitional housing that has stood the test of time. 

WHAT WE HAVE CREATED 

Today, Uncle Dave’s Housing has 8 houses in South Los Angeles, (spa 6) with almost 200 beds and they still have plans to expand more. The shared housing model they use helps people coming from institutions, treatment centers, hospitals, the streets or referrals from local agencies is amazing. When you think they have helped over 20,000 men reintegrate into society since 2010. They are able to open a house in 30 days that houses almost 30 people for under $30,000.00. (They lease the properties but are seeking funds to allow the nonprofit to buy the houses.  

MISSION AND GOALS

Uncle Dave’s Housing prides itself on the Mission of providing people with Safe & Affordable housing. Each house is so clean that Los Angeles Health Inspectors tell their house managers that they never have seen a cleaner transitional house! The goal of Uncle Dave’s Housing is to bring to the community affordable housing for men. UDH not only provides a house for people in need of a place to live but a Home with a family like atmosphere. A community of men that are encouraged to help each other and learn form each other as they build their lives back up. All men are taught to respect the roof they live under along with everyone in the home. 

SHARED HOUSING

At first UDH provided single rooms but too often it saw these clients fail at either integrating into society for they had opportunity to use drugs or alcohol secretly in their room, stay in their room and become lonely which affected their mental health and miss the opportunity on how to live with others in the house so they can get along with others in the world when they go out on their own. Shared living is becoming the future of affordable housing for so many and it is a safe and helpful way for people to learn how to live in a community and get along. 

SERVICES PROVIDED TO HOUSING CLIENTS

All 8 of the houses have a live-in manager and an assistant manager who make sure everyone has the resources they need at move-in. Clients are assessed as to what kind of resources they will need to become self supporting.  

PARTNERSHIPS
 
UDH currently receives referrals from other non-profit agencies serving the homeless including the probation department and the parole board.  Most clients living at UDH receive some type of subsidy to cover their monthly rent while some use their government benefits such as SSI/SSDI to cover the cost of housing.
 
UDH provides housing and support services to forty individuals at a time.  Clients are given support services including counseling, job training and legal assistance to help them in becoming self-sufficient.  Acceptance into the program requires each individual to sign a Guest Agreement binding them to abide by the rules and regulations of the transitional housing facility. They are given a case manager who will provide counseling on a bi-weekly schedule. The counseling services include job training and education and government benefit services if they are unable to work.  Each case manager will also connect clients with other social services that serve the homeless population in Los Angeles.
 
Clients need to be capable of living independently and in need of immediate housing.  Uncle Dave's housing does not allow illegal street drugs or alcohol on its premises.  Medications prescribed by a doctor are permitted and in some situations the on-site manager will hold the medications for the clients.  Previous residence of the applicant is not a determining factor in the placement process.  After filling out the application and meeting with a case manager they can be placed immediately at our facility. Approximately 95% of the clients served at Uncle Dave's Housing were previously homeless. We define homelessness as they have nowhere else to live and either come from the streets, a shelter, jails, prisons or institutions.
 
The specific intake and case management process involves a one page application and a copy of some photo identification. Each client must sign a guest agreement with all the rules of the community that they must follow. A case manager goes over all the rules upon the client's intake process. There are no leases to sign and no credit or background checks done. An individual can be checked in within one hour after arriving at the premises. 

Marketing/Strategic Partnerships
 
We partner with other non-profit organizations to provide clients with additional supportive services.  Uncle Dave's Housing provides counseling resources for job/employment training, benefits enrollment and drug and alcohol counseling. Some of our partners include Strive, Homeboys, Project 180, Pacific Clinics, Los Angeles Housing Authority, Los Angeles Mental Health Department, Salvation Army, Hillsides, Starting Over, Quality of Life, Lake Avenue Church and Huntington Hospital. Many of these agencies provide subsidy payments to cover the $450.00 monthly cost to provide housing to each client.  We find that by providing a sense of community the clients are given the self-esteem to find employment and permanent housing. UDH provides a safe environment that clients can call home and as well as feeling part of a community.  Clients can also use UDH as an affordable stepping stone to moving into their own apartment. As funding becomes available we hope to be able to expand our housing to help more in need.  All of these organizations have continually referred their clients to Uncle Dave’s Housing to give them a safe place to live.

David Wohlman continues to give presentations and lectures throughout the community on the need for immediate affordable housing. He speaks regularly in front of Volunteers of America, Strive, Homeboys and the Parole Board. There are plans for Felicia Edelman to enter the jails and assist inmates into transitioning back into society via UDH.
